Reading with children in the early years
encourages a positive attitude to books and
reading and provides an opportunity for
children to think of themselves as
successful readers. Children who have had
years of sharing books (especially
favourites over and over again) may appear
to be more fluent or accurate than they
actually are because they can memorise
whole parts of books. You need to be aware
of this when you share books brought home
from school. You should ask your children
lots of closed (one word answers) and open
questions (those that have many different
answers) and encourage your child to talk
about different parts of the story.
